International Students are expected to follow the school’s behaviour management plan. · Ensure all students are taught explicitly what behaviours are expected of them in all school settings
· Increase positive interactions with all students
· Decrease reactive/punitive behaviour management
· A caring, respectful and empowering school climate is continually maintained
· Ensure an effective acknowledgement system operates at class level
· To manage inappropriate student behaviours refer to Responding to Minor Behaviour Flowchart. 
· For on-going persistent behaviours refer to - Responding to Major Management Managed Behaviour Flow Chart
· Stand down or suspension for gross misconduct follows the New Zealand Ministry of Education guidelines           

· The Board of Trustees (BOT) is kept informed in committee of extreme/challenging student cases.
